
Background
The Wyoming Supreme Court Children’s Justice Project (WSC/CJP) has available scholarship opportunities for eligible attorneys to attend a national conference for the grant period of November 1, 2011 through September 30, 2012. A limited number of scholarships will be available to Wyoming attorneys who prosecute and/or accept court appointments to represent children or parents in child abuse and neglect (non-criminal), child in need of supervision and termination of parental rights cases.  
Eligibility

To be eligible for a scholarship, applicants must meet the following criteria:

1) A Wyoming attorney in good standing;

2) One-third of job/law practice must involve child abuse/neglect (non-criminal), child in need of supervision, and/or termination of parental rights cases; and
3) Applicant has limited travel funds available. 
Amount of Financial Assistance

Up to $1,500 dollars per attorney is available (may cover registration fee and reimbursement of airfare, lodging, transportation, meals and other relevant travel related expenses).  Please note, only one application per attorney per grant period will be accepted. 
Train-the-Trainer/Cost Match Requirements
1) Applicant must pay a minimum of 25% of total conference/travel related expenses and document the match for CJP’s records. 
2) Selected applicants must agree to provide CJP a copy of the conference agenda and proof of attendance.  

3) Selected applicants must either agree to present a 1-hour training to attorneys or other stakeholders in the juvenile courts system in their community or through BlogTalkRadio (web-based training) or write an article for the CJP newsbrief on a selected topic within 30 days of conference attendance.  Scholarship funding will not be dispersed until documentation is provided to CJP.

Submission of the application is due 30 days prior to the scheduled conference.
